Two or more students may apply to present; however, only 1 may be selected to attend, depending on the number of available slots, and the quality of the research as determined by the judges who read the papers. Other students will be invited as observers. There are 4 sections to the nomination form and all must be completed. Section 4 contains permission forms and must be completed by the teacher (or chaperone), parents and student attendees. Permission forms and Nomination Packet are due into the Southwest JSHS office, postmarked Feb. 23, 2009.  Packets can either be sent electronically or via regular mail.
Student Presenters must send, hard copy or electronically, the following documents: 

· Abstract

· Literature Review

· Hypothesis

· Methods and Materials

The SWJSHS would like to encourage teachers to submit the completed documents in one email to be sent to SWJSHS by the Feb. 23rd deadline. If teachers cannot send an email, the documents listed above must be sent via CD or hard copy. Students failing to submit complete application packages will not be considered for the competition. Students, who have completed their research, including results and conclusions, should send a copy of their body of work.
